The regular Board meeting of the Town of Fredenberg, Minnesota, St. Louis County was held in the Fredenberg Town Hall on Wednesday, April 2, 2025, at 7:00 PM.
1. Board members present: Chair Tim Wagner, Supervisor Jeff Blix, Supervisor Clay Cich, Supervisor 
Walter Rapp, Clerk Ellen Hanson, Deputy Clerk Kim Wagner, and Treasurer

2. Others in Attendance: There were   others in attendance.
3. Call to order the Regular meeting: Chair Wagner called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
4. Pledge of allegiance: All present stood and cited the pledge of allegiance.
5. Approval of the Agenda: There was a motion by Supervisor   to approve the agenda and seconded by Chair  .  There was a roll call vote and all signified affirmatives.  This motion was carried unanimously.

7. Approval of the Minutes
· Regular meeting of March 5, 2025: There was a motion by Supervisor   to approve the March 5, 2025, Board of Supervisors meeting minutes as presented and seconded by Supervisor  .  There was a roll call vote and all signified affirmatives. This motion was carried unanimously.
8. Financial Reports
· Treasurer Mahr stated she agrees with the bank statement and presented the cash control report and the Schedule 1 report which has the investment totals. There was a motion by Supervisor   to approve the treasurer’s report and seconded by Supervisor  .  There was a roll call vote and all signified affirmatives. This motion was carried unanimously. The March 31, 2025 ending balance in the checking account was $186,685.20 and the outstanding checks were $1,768.06.
9. Clerk’s Report
· Clerk Hanson explained the road improvement loan fund has a balance of $75,659.53 and the actual bank balance of $66,131.18. The town is paying over $3,000 in interest per year. She recommended the town pay off the loan and the remaining balance in the fund be transferred to another fund. There was a motion by Supervisor Blix to pay off the Road Improvement Loan and transfer the remaining balance to the CD when it is renewed; also, ongoing payments will be put in road paving fund and seconded by Supervisor Cich.  There was a roll call vote and all signified affirmatives. This motion was carried unanimously.
· Clerk Hanson stated she is balanced with the bank and presented the claims list report.
· The Board reviewed the claims list.  There was a motion by Supervisor Blix to accept claims 10972 for $66,131.18 and 10973-10985 for $3,377.92 for a total of $69,509.10 and seconded by Supervisor Rapp. There was a roll call vote and all signified affirmatives. This motion was carried unanimously.

· Clerk Hanson read the correspondence. There were 2 mail and 6 emails during the month.
